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Annual Poker Run 2010

All week the news was predicting huge rain starting Friday and
spilling into the weekend, high seas and at least 100mm rainfalls.
Thursday and Friday the clouds were gathering but come
Saturday we had light cloud and mild Spring weather. Another
beautiful day in paradise. Just the right kind of weather for a
Poker Run.

The Poker Run was advertised as a 10.30 rego for an 11am kick
off. As usual the kick off was a bit late but that just gave us all
time to catch up with friends that we probably don’t see often
enough. Pay my money and get my fist card, a 5 of diamonds. Oh
well, maybe I'll get a flush or a straight, maybe even 5 of a kind.

About 45 people turned up on around 30 or so bikes.

Time to go and we head
off for our first stop of the
day. We head for
Crabbe’s Creek via the
coast road and Wooyung.
| thought we were in for
some dramas already as
we approached Ducat Street and Tommy wanted to stop the
traffic to let us all through. The stupid git in the car decided that
he had the right of way and there was no way he was going to
stop for Tom. Luckily Tom didn’t force the issue and let the idiot
through. This was the first of a couple of similar incidents at
following intersections. Happily nobody got aggro and we all got
under way.

At the lights a Chinderah | went between some cars and when
the lights went green | shot off. | slowed down and let Dave pass
and regain the lead. We cruised down the coast at a leisurely
pace. It was quite pleasant following Dave with a 3 second safety
gap between us. That lasted until we hit the 100 K section after
Pottsville.

my mirrors. The rest of the way | was
able to set my own pace. Those
twisties are a lot of fun.

Crabbe’s Creek and the food’s already
there and laid out for us. Phil and the
crew put on a fantastic spread for us
as they always do. Well Done! Time

for lunch, a chat and the all
important next card. Ace of
diamonds. After we were all fed
and watered we were off to Uki
via Stokers Siding. Nothing really
to talk about on that leg except
that those twisties are a lot of fun.

Stop at Uki and invade
the pub. The locals
look on in
bemusement some
even hurl friendly
abuse at some of our
riders that they

" recognise as friends.
After a quiet drink, ginger beer for me, it’s time to pick another
card, Ace of hearts. | now have the second best hand. Someone
else has 2 aces and an 8.

From Uki we head back towards
Murwillumbah and out to
Tumbulgum North. | spot the
crater that nearly took me out
along there a couple of weeks
earlier. Our next stop for the day

is Bilambil Sports Club. At Terranora road I shoot ahead of the
pack. | do 140 up the hill and head for Bernie’s place. He didn’t
turn up for the ride and | thought I’d drop in on my way by. He
wasn’t home though so | headed off to rejoin the others. At the
club | draw my third ace. Now | have the leading hand. Time to
get a bit excited.

After a brief repose at Bilambil Sports we
head for our last stop for the day, Kirra
Sports Club where our day had begun.
Amid much anticipation | draw my last
card for the day, a queen of hearts. My 3
aces can still be beat. It seems a long wait
til the announcement comes. The winning
hand as it turns out is 4 queens. Rebecca

The PG-BikesBlackTrail - world'sfastest ebikel
( Contribution by Irene Sffredini)

1t's no secret that as gas prices soar and battery technology evolves, electric
bikes are fast becoming the next big two-wheeled thing. That trend is clearly
evidenced by the strong showing ebikes are making at this year's Eurobike
trade show, currently taking place in Friedrichshafen, Germany. Over the next
several days, we'll be showing you a few examples that we' ve spotted at the
show, but to start things off... well, let’s kick out the jams and go with the “Oh
come on, you can’t be serious” ebike. It called the BlackTrail, and with atop
speed of 100 km/h (62 mph), it’s officially the world’ s fastest electric bicycle
— and probably the most awesome-looking, to boot.

The BlackTrail isthe result of a collaboration between two German
companies, namely PG-Bikes and carbon fiber products developer UBC,
which also designs parts for Formula 1 race cars and Porsche Carrera GTs.
The bikeitself is striking — it has the classic styling of a 1930s motorcycle
(complete with brown leather saddle and battery cover), but with the sharp
angles and undisguised carbon fiber of arocket bike.

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Motorcycling Calif. gov signs bill to quiet hogs

SACRAMENTO, Calif.—More than 60 years after the Hells Angels first revved
their engines in a steel town east of Los Angeles, California is reining in
motorcycle enthusiasts with new legislation aimed at quieting the deafening
roar of modified rides.

Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger, an avid motorcyclist, signed a bill Tuesday that
targets motorcyclists who remove federally mandated, factory-installed
emission control devices and replace them with custom, aftermarket parts.
Those modifications often make bikes louder and increase their emissions.

The new law will make it a crime to operate a motorcycle manufactured after
Jan. 1, 2013, that does not meet federal noise-emission control standards.

Motorcyclists whose vehicles lack the proper U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency label will face fines of up to $100 for first-time violations, and up to
$250 for subsequent infractions. The initial ticket can be voided if the individual
makes the required corrections.

"Basic common sense and decency dictates that when a motorcycle drives by
and sets off every car alarm on the street, that is too loud," said Sen. Fran
Pavley, D-Agoura Hills, the author of SB435. She called the noise problem a
quality-of-life issue.

In a statement Tuesday, Pavley praised the governor, who owns multiple
motorcycles, for acting to put a stop to what she described as "a few bad
apples on our roads."

But many bikers say the law adds an unnecessary layer of government
bureaucracy, and that the state's existing laws to deal with motorcycle noise
and illegal mufflers already keep the problem largely under control.

Pavley disagrees, and says the legislation will provide a uniform statute that
gives state and local law enforcement officers the ability to write citations.

The first Hells Angels motorcycle club was founded in 1948 in Fontana, in San
Bernardino County. Today, California is home to more than 10 percent of the
country's registered motorcycles, according to the National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration.

The state implemented a motorcycle helmet law in 1992 over the strong
objections of the biker community.

Why Harley Is Showing Its Feminine Side...Harley-Davidson has felt the
economic downturn keenly and is increasing its female-targeted marketing
efforts this year By Mark Clothier

On a stormy Tuesday night in late September, Linda "Jo" Giovannoni was busy
making preparations for a women-only "garage party" at the Palatine (lll.)
dealership of Harley-Davidson, a company best known for its big motorcycles
that appeal primarily to aging white males. That evening Giovannoni,
marketing director at the suburban Chicago dealership and a co-founder of
Harley Women magazine, was out to change that perception among the dozen
or so women who showed up to share snacks, overcome fears, and talk cycling.
Giovannoni led the women on a tour of the showroom, crowded with $15,000
bikes, and gave them advice on essentials such as how to fit a helmet and the
proper accessories to customize their rides. One partygoer, 55-year-old Jo-Ellen
Douglas, had ridden with her husband for years. "I was just happy to be on the
back," she said. "Now I've decided it's my turn."

Harley, still reeling from the weak economy, has increased female-targeted
marketing this year to attract more would-be riders like Douglas. In July it
introduced the $8,000 SuperLow, designed to appeal to women and first-time
riders. The SuperLow has the lowest seat in Harley's 32-bike lineup, making it
easier to ride, and it's 150 pounds lighter than a typical Harley.

A bike more suited to women is something Harley customers have long been

asking for. Chief Executive Officer Keith Wandell saw that firsthand at a riders
event in Orlando on his first day on the job in May 2009. "Ten questions were
asked and nine of them were from women, and all of them were really asking

the same thing: When are you going to design a bike that's more suitable for
women riders?" Wandell recalls.

The company certainly needs additional sources of growth. New motorcycle
registrations have fallen 41 percent since 2007 overall and 36 percent for
Harley. The company's production has sunk to 2001 levels. And about a fifth of
the bikes Harley ships today are Sportsters, the smaller, less expensive (and
less profitable) models. To help address declining volume and product margins,
Wandell spent his first 19 months in office reworking labor contracts at
Harley's plants. The new agreements give new employees fewer benefits and
let the company add and cut workers based on demand. Wandell also got rid of
non-Harley bike brands such as MV Agusta and Buell to focus on its namesake
icon, which traces its roots to 1901.

Women riders now represent about 12 percent of Harley sales compared with
2 percent in 1995. The brand also has a 53 percentage-point market-share lead
among female riders and has the leading share for people aged 18 to 34,
Hispanics, and African-Americans, other groups it's courting, the company says,
citing researcher R.L. Polk's data.

Harley-Davidson has 47 percent of the U.S. market share for on-road
motorcycles through July, a one percentage point increase from last year,
according to Polk. Kawasaki Motors is second, with 14 percent.

To help attract women, Harley in 2008 hired Marisa Miller, who has modeled
for Victoria's Secret and Sports Illustrated's swimsuit edition, as a
spokesperson. In addition to appealing to men, Miller, whose riding skills can
be seen on YouTube, helps Harley draw female riders, Wandell says. "It says,
look, this is real stuff," he says. "A lot of women ride bikes, and here's a
Victoria's Secret supermodel riding bikes and doing burnouts. It was strictly
intended to send that message." The marketing effort, part of a doubling of
spending since 2007, complements the introduction of the SuperLow, which, in
addition to black and other traditional Harley colors, comes in Merlot Sunglo.

Harley and its dealers are also working to overcome some women's
apprehension about safety. A few evenings a year, many of Harley's 650 U.S.
dealers close their stores to men and hold women-only parties where staffers
try to demystify a 700-pound motorcycle. The company held about 500 such
events in March, attracting 27,000 women, 11,000 of whom were in a Harley
dealership for the first time. The company says it sold 3,000 bikes from the
events that month.

Turning age 50 brought Joanne DeGennaro, an office administrator for an
orthopedic surgeons' group, to Giovannoni's garage party near Chicago last
month for her first time on a bike. "I had been conservative and in a career
where I've seen very bad injuries from these types of things," she said. "I have
no idea what I'm doing. | mean the weight of it just intimidates me, you know?"

That night, however, she was able to sit on one of Harley's smaller bikes, a
Sportster, with salesman Mike Parth showing her that it's easier to lift the 550-
pound bike off its kickstand by turning the front wheel to the right. She said
she now plans to sign up for Harley-Davidson's training class and get her
license. "Considering the type of work I'm in, I'm apprehensive because | see
the gooey stuff that we fix from these accidents," she said. "But | just decided,
you know what, I've got to start living for myself."

The bottom line: With motorcycle sales in a slump, Harley-Davidson is boosting
its efforts to attract more female riders.

2010 Moto Guzzi V7 Café Classic

Around here, we spend enough time riding, working on and living with old
motorcycles that we often forget what it’s like to ride new motorcycles. For the
Classic Experience, we normally give readers an inside look at what it’s like to
ride and live with old bikes.

But not this time. Instead, we thought it'd be fun to change things up a bit and
share what it’s like to ride and live with a new, vintage-styled retro motorcycle,

in this case the 2010 Moto Guzzi 7 Café Classic.

Our 2010 Moto Guzzi V7 Café Classic was delivered to the MC offices by John
van Dam who operates a motorcycle shipping company called Van Dam Trucking

(www.vandamtrucking.com). With fewer than 700 miles showing on the clock, it

was definitely one of the newest bikes we’ve ever sampled, and as soon as John
got it off the truck, all of the motorcycle-riding staff here took it for a quick spin

around the block.

First impressions were highly favourable, and we all agreed the styling of the V7
Café Classic works even better in person than it does in photos. The bike’s
balanced proportions and tastefully distributed chrome details work well with
its weird/awesome “Solaris Green” paint, a flat-ish hue reminiscent of the green

used on the original V7 Sport in 1971.

Chrome clip-ons (faithfully duplicating the original V7 Sport’s “swan neck”
handlebars) and mirrors give the bike a low and purposeful look, and the bum-
stop café-style seat fits the bill perfectly. Chrome spoked rims and upswept
mufflers enforce the bike’s classic presence. It may be a new bike, but its

simplicity and retro dressing make it feel familiar in the best possible way.

Remember when 750cc was big?

Getting familiar with our new ride, one of the first things we noticed was how

lithe and light the Café seemed.

Though many of us around here get in ample riding time on larger touring bikes,
nere’s a pretty good collection of old-school standards in the parking lot on any
iven day, from editor Hall's 1973 Yamaha TX650 to ad man Bob Legault’s 1984

' ¢ -wlonda CB700 Nighthawk. Even so, the Café still felt lighter and shorter than

any of them.

gkt roughly 450 pounds wet, the Moto Guzzi weighs almost the same as the 1973
MW R75/5 Hall’s been kicking around on recently, yet it feels significantly

‘maller. That “small” feeling is due in part to the V7 Café Classic's slightly lower
eat height than the BMW’s (31.6 inches versus 33.4 inches; almost 2 inches
horter).

urther, the shape of its gas tank (a dead ringer for the unit used on the original
1971 V7 Sport, it’s thinner at the top and rear and wider at the front with a
noticeable bump-out at the bottom) combined with its low bars encourage a
forward-leaning riding position that contributes to a compact, low center-of-
gravity feeling. It's decidedly old-school, and made us feel right at home.
The gorgeous clip-on bars mount below the top triple-clamp, but their “swan
neck” upward reach puts them at the perfect height for us; they’re not only
comfortable, they look great, too. Though the bars aren’t adjustable for
up/down angle, they are adjustable front to back. We left them in their stock

setting, which we found to be quite nice.

The seat feels cushy and supportive at first, but doesn’t encourage long saddle
time; we found it’s good for about two hours before things start to go numb.
Unlike some café-style bikes where you have to reach back with your feet to find
the pegs, the ones on the V7 Café Classic are comfortably low and forward,

nicely balanced to the stretch to the handlebars.

Up and running

With a twist of the choke (actually an enrichner for the electronic fuel injection)
and a push of the starter button on the right hand switchgear, the twin fires to a
slow idle. A bit of throttle helps keep it chugging along as it warms, as the 2-
valve twin is a bit cold-blooded even in 70-degree temps. Once warm, it only
takes a light push on the shifter after pulling in the low-effort clutch to engage
first gear, and with just a little throttle to bring the engine up to speed you’re
feeding in the clutch and pulling away. No fuss, no drama, just a nice smooth

take off.

With the stock exhaust the Café makes a nice enough sound, but it’s a bit quiet
for our tastes. As the revs rise you feel like you're starting to make some noise,
but truth be told, you're the only one that can hear much of the Moto Guzzi’s
mellow sound. Though not exactly loud-pipe fans ourselves, we’d consider
swapping the mufflers for something just a bit throatier, especially if it would

buy us a few more horsepower, something we think the Moto Guzzi could use.

Front Numberplates Discussion Paper

It has been proposed that adding front numberplates to motorcycles will reduce
motorcycle fatalities. We find a lack of plausibility in this proposition.

We cannot identify specific safety benefits that will accrue from forcing front
numberplates onto motorcycles. Neither have any been provided from government.

The impetus for front number plates appears to be driven by authoritarian blame or
revenue considerations and hurt feelings resulting from photographs showing
disrespect. MORE info at http://www.mccofnsw.org.au/a/35.html

As a safety strategy, it appears inappropriate, a waste of resources and will fail to
address the real underlying issues of motorcycle safety. MORE info at
http://www.mccofnsw.org.au/a/36.html

Significant technical difficulties present themselves, as motorcycles have not been
required to carry front number plates for over 25 years, since they were removed
worldwide for tangible safety reasons. Motorcycle frontal design has evolved since
that time.

Fitment of a front number plate needs to consider suspension and steering
movements, engine cooling airflow, obstruction of headlight and vision as well as
not re-creating safety problems for riders or pedestrians. No single solution is
available for all motorcycles and there will be considerable inconvenience and
confusion to riders and authorities alike.

In the administrative decision by road authorities to purchase and operate front
facing cameras they have either:

®  Chosen to ignore motorcycles because of ill defined safety benefits, or
e  Failed to consider motorcycles at all.

So the proposal for front number plates is either

e Based on revenue or offended feelings, or
e  That motorcycles are invisible to public policy

In either case, it appears that motorcyclists are being made scapegoats for a faulty
administrative decision and as a result will have onerous conditions placed upon
them.

Faulty Decision

In purchasing a new device for speed enforcement, the road authorities could have
just as easily chosen a camera which takes a picture of the side of a car and then
complained that those people driving vehicles that are not sign-written are
somehow getting away with something.

The consequence of this, by the same reasoning applied to motorcycles, would be to
require all cars to have a numberplate painted, glued or riveted on the side door or
have a device like a taxi roof sign fitted.

We have seen photographs published in newspapers, released by the Police in
various States, to incite public outrage against motorcyclists in an effort to sway
public attitudes against motorcyclists. These photographs were taken for
enforcement purposes and are now being used for other purposes. This political

sensationalism has the unfortunate byproduct of creating an attitude change in car
drivers, negating safety efforts of motorcyclists. This attitude is given official
sanction by the releasing of these photographs and the loose assertions that this is
typical of all motorcyclists. This is sabotage of motorcycle safety.

When the ANZACS first served abroad, there was outrage amongst British officers
when Australian troops would not salute them. Respect needs to be earned. The
Australian character, which includes the larrikin, will take an opportunity to thumb
the nose at authority. A front facing camera presents this opportunity, as its very
presence is a clear demonstration of an ineffective strategy AND that motorcycles
have again been ignored in road safety considerations. So a different salute is given.

Do we write this off as offended officials outraged that these underlings would show
disrespect? Or is it outrage at loss of revenue? Or, is it an effort to shout loud and
distract attention to the faulty decision to install them in the first place? Perhaps it is
the tradition of simply blaming the rider.

OK, so by doing a few laps of the block to perform for the camera, it is possible to
trigger several photographs. In Victoria, it appears about 317 cases in the last year.
Hurt feelings of the pompous are hardly a safety issue and it defies belief that the
expense of retrofitting the entire motorcycle fleet could be justified for these small
numbers. Vindictiveness arising from this, can however, create serious equity
problems for all riders.

In short, forcing front number plates appear meaningless to safety, yet appear in the
same light as a tactic of a bully, or a prejudiced autocrat.

Inappropriate Strategy

Essentially, front numberplates appears to be an inappropriate strategy for
motorcycle safety, in that it is unlikely to actually reduce the crashes which are
currently occurring and indexed as speed related.

If we look at "cost-benefit" ratios for expenditure versus the likely reduction in
crashes, then we must consider alternative strategies to reduce crashes and look at
costs and likely outcomes for those. The "speeding motorcycle" data comes from the
RTA database which, as we point out in "Positioned For Safety" includes all
motorcycles which skidded and fell over. We also know that the majority of these
ocurred below the posted speed limit on local roads, so the base data creates a
problem, in that it cannot distinguish between "speed that was inappropriate for the
conditions" (i.e. gravel or other slidey road surface) and "speeding in excess of the
posted speed limit".

Inappropriate strategies simply demonstrate to riders that the road authority does
not understand the problem, or has chosen to ignore issues in favour of blame or
simple revenue. By disregarding road condition caused crashes or low rider skill
related crashes, and accepting them all as speeders, we miss the point. Lack of crash
investigation data means the causes are being guessed at. Using the RTA data alone
is known to be an inaccurate method for determining real speeding.

The problem becomes one of being able to conclusively say that front plates will
reduce crashes. Front plates require a front-facing camera to have any effect. This
means a large expenditure and a proliferation of cameras. In some specific instances
it may be true, that front plates will reduce crashes, but it appears that generally this
is unlikely and that other strategies may be more appropriate, such as training,
through communication and awareness of the dangers of fatigue. For roads like the
Nasho or the Old Road, riders and drivers alike will know exactly where the cameras
are and simply ride around them, as virtually all drivers currently do anyway. This
defeats the purpose and maintains the disrespect when it is perceived as revenue
based, rather than safety based.

It is more likely that better communications and co-operation with motorcyclists will
bring about a bigger reduction than simply running oppression and alienating
motorcyclists. If the messages are seen as credible and useful, the level of
judgement will go up and risk management improves. Simple high-profile policing of
day-ride regions such as National Park and Old Road is usually far more effective in
curbing the excesses of speed. Simply knowing that a hair dryer is on display
somewhere up ahead is enough to make a big difference in the behaviour of riders
on these roads and this does not require front plates. | am sure that all have
observed this difference.

However, a number of single vehicle fatals actually were speeding, like seriously hot.
So how can we address this issue and provide an effective alternative? If you believe
there are better alternatives, then let’s work towards them. We presently don't
believe the issue has been delved into deeply enough and that front plates is a lazy
quick fix. There is more to be gained from improving the conversation between
riders and safety authorities, so that good, credible information enables riders to
improve their own judgement. Of course, this takes more than one weekend to
implement and it requires earned trust.
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It appears that motorcycle specific issues are not understood. Worse than this, it
appears they are misunderstood, but believed to be understood and this forms a
barrier to healthy constructive communication and co-operation.

Front plates is a little like being forced to wear the yellow star, appointing blame
first. This does not deliver an effective message other than "f you", actually inducing
rebellion and its associated behaviour.

As with other areas, the high-profile actions of a few must not be used as an excuse
to oppress the majority of lawful individuals.

Road Safety 2010 for NSW sets out the objective of reducing fatalities by half. Front
numberplates appears to be a costly proposition that will not achieve this objective.

Revenue

The suggestion for front number plates may be simply driven by revenue
considerations or hurt feelings resulting from photographs showing disrespect and
exposing a poor decision.

Police speed camera photographs released to the press to provide some
sensationalism imply that motorcyclists are "getting away with speeding” in a
calculated and deliberate manner.

This is arrant nonsense. The front facing cameras were installed without regard for
motorcyclists. Rear facing cameras work perfectly well.

The government will have to bear all costs associated with front plate fitments.
Motorcyclists are not at fault for not having them, they were removed for safety
reasons twenty five years ago. It is suggested that the cost of fitment will be about
$50 per motorcycle, for each of the approximately 90,000 registered motorcycles in
NSW, for a cost of approximately $4.5 million.

Riders cannot be expected to bear this cost to patch up a faulty decision which
ignored them in the first place. That is a totally unreasonable expectation.

In Victoria, where front facing cameras are in operation, the proportion of
unidentifiable speeding motorcycles was 0.3 per cent.

In the 12 months to March 2002, 98,624 cars and trucks escaped identification by
speed camera because the plates could not be clearly read. There is no breakdown
of the reasons - there are a number of potential ones - but that represents 2.8 per
cent of the total Victorian fleet. In the same period, 3276 bikes escaped
identification, which represents just 3.1 per cent of the Vic fleet.

So, 3.1 versus 2.8 per cent, but no breakdown of the reasons for lack of detection. If
the 0.3 per cent difference is entirely because of no front number plates, it
translates into 317 incidents in a year.

It is difficult to see the cost-benefit ratio for installation of front plates, by spending
$4.5 million to catch these 300 or so riders, especially when any safety benefits are
limited, at best.

However, there may be some officials who dislike the disrespect shown by the rogue
riders who are doing laps of the block and performing tricks for the camera. But are
these riders blithely speeding, or simply taking a calculated swipe at authority? The
officials responsible for the purchase of the front-facing cameras may be simply
seeking to cover their embarrassment.

It looks like poor management. Unfortunately for riders, this may have a component
of revenge.

Lack of Safety Benefit

We cannot identify any specific safety benefits that will accrue from forcing front
numberplates onto motorcycles. Neither have any been provided from government.

All that has been provided are motherhood speed statements of general applicability
to all road users.

It is admitted that there are some motorcyclists who speed. Equally, there are many
more other vehicle drivers who speed. LINK TO “speeding” on safety site.

Nearly half of all motorcycle crashes are caused by other drivers and the bulk of
these are at intersections.

The bulk of motorcycles that hit cars, do so at intersections.

36% of all motorcycle crashes are single vehicle crashes and about one third of these
are due to faulty road conditions that affect motorcycles but don’t affect cars.

Road Design Guides are available for motorcycle specific issues but not widely
implemented, although Guides for other forms of vehicle as well as pedestrians and
bicycles have been.

The coding of single vehicle motorcycle crashes into the RTA crash database, defines
them as “speeding” because they fell over, even if the road surface was faulty. There
are other issues here and speeding in excess of the speed limit is an undefined factor
because of confusion with the automatic speed coding on entry to the RTA database.

Most single vehicle motorcycle crashes occur at low speed in built up areas, where
the rider is not exceeding the speed limit, but regarded as travelling at "excess speed
for the conditions" because they slid or skidded before falling over.

We simply do not accept the raw data as representative of riders exceeding the
speed limit, which is the only reason given for the demand for front plates.

When we look at fatalities alone, we discover about half on straight roads and half
on curves. We know something of problems at intersections on both curved and
straight roads, but what about curves away from intersections? Rider skill and road
condition may well turn out to be the prime factors, but we don’t know this, or the
proportion actually speeding in excess of the speed limit, because of a lack of
systematic crash investigation for motorcycle crashes, so this strategy of fitting front
number plates is just an inadequately researched guess.

We do know that a number of fatalities are as a result of excess speed, but it is
difficult to reconcile these crashes with a direct link to the benefit of a front
numberplate.

Improving road conditions is proven to reduce crashes. Any crash on a motorcycle
can have severe consequences because of the hostile roadside environment, which
is a factor in over 60% of casualty crashes from motorcycles. Fitting a front
numberplate will not improve the roadside environment.
